Graduate Capabilities

Graduates from this course will be
recognised as having advanced knowledge
relevant to clinical nursing.

While developing discipline-specific
knowledge and skills, graduate certificate
students will develop the skills required to
explore the complexity of and uncertainty
in practice and build a capacity for practice
thinking. This will enable them to become
highly knowledgeable and skilled in this
specialty area.

Students studying at a Masters level will
develop an advanced capacity for clinical
judgement through engagement with the
ambiguities and complexities of practice
and discipline knowledge.

Masters students will be able to perform as
autonomous learners capable of integrating
prior learning while exploring professional
contexts and the socio-political climate.

What will you study?

There are four specialty-specific units of
study within the clinical nursing course.
All students studying clinical nursing will
complete:

e fFoundations of Clinical Practice:
explores alterations to physiological
processes and the associated patient
assessment and management.
Acquisition and interpretation of
clinical assessment data will be
applied to and interpreted within
specific clinical presentations.

e Developing Clinical Nursing Practice:
explores ways in which clinical
nurses can articulate their personal
practice knowledge and enhance
this understanding with educational
and policy-based perspectives to
make a significant contribution
to the development of their own
practice, the practice of others,
and interprofessional delivery of
evidence-based care.

e Clinical Practice & Nursing Work:
examines the nature of nursing
work in relation to its industrial and
sociopolitical origins by critically
evaluating the perceptions and
practices that have shaped the
construction of clinical nursing
practice. Wider issues such as the
impact of the knowledge economy;
globalization and the patterns of
global workforce migration; and
the increasing use of technology in
nursing work will be explored.

Students study at a Masters level will also
complete:

*  Preventing adverse clinical outcomes:
explores the role of organisational
and patient emergency response
systems designed to promote early
detection of the deteriorating patient
and their impact on nursing practice.
Evidence-based decision making
will be integrated with technical and
non-technical skills for assessing and
managing the rapidly deteriorating
patient.

Capstone

Students will complete either a work
based project or thesis in order to
complete the Masters degree.

Who should apply?

Nurses must from any clinical or specialty
area are able to apply.

Recognition for previous study
Registered nurses who have completed
graduate studies may apply for prior
recognition towards the Masters degree.
Credit towards the course is determined
on an individual basis.

Fees

The Graduate Certificate is a
Commonwealth supported course. The
Masters is a full fee-paying course. For
further information about fees go to:
