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Graduate Capabilities

Graduates can expect to develop the
necessary knowledge, skills and attributes
to prepare them for clinical trials practice.

Graduate capabilities include:

e proficiency in the integration and
critique of disciplinary and professional
knowledge through the process of
research, inquiry and application;

e commitment to use information and
information systems effectively to
manage and interpret clinical trial data
and results and be able to evaluate its
appropriateness for integration into
clinical practice;

e uyse and value communication as a tool
for relating, negotiating and sustaining
relationships with patients and their
families, health professionals and
other groups;

e commitment to personal values
and beliefs consistent with their
role as responsible members of
local, national, international and
professional communities. Position
themselves as leaders in their specialty
capable of influencing the practice of
clinical trials; and

e adesire to work independently and
sustainably as well as collaborate
effectively with others in the planning,
management and conduct of clinical
trials.

Core units of study
There are five core units of study:

e Research in Nursing and Health Care:
Explores, examines and critiques both
established and emerging research
methods in nursing and health
care, from the initial development
of research questions through to
knowledge utilisation in the clinical
setting.

e Methods in Clinical Trials: Introduces
clinical trials methods focusing upon
the clinical development pathway from
human phase | through to late phase
trials, common clinical trial designs
and concepts covering a range of case
studies testing both pharmacologic
and non-pharmacologic interventions.

e (linical Trials Measurement and
Analysis: Develops knowledge and
skills in clinical trials measurement
and analysis through an introduction
to key principles of database design,
methods of data collection and the
management of data to ensure quality
and integrity. Students will also learn
key statistical considerations in design
and analysis.

e Clinical Trials in Practice: Translates
knowledge into practice through
project management principles,
strategies for successful study
conduct, monitoring, quality
assurance, and navigating the ethical
and legal framework governing clinical
trials.

e Creating a Culture of Quality and
Safety: Explores the key factors
that influence the safety culture in
the clinical environment and how to
influence them positively.

As well as these units, students will
also have the opportunity to undertake
elective units on offer by the Faculty of
Nursing and Midwifery, as well as other
Faculties of the University.

Capstone

Students will complete either a work
based project or thesis in order to
complete the Master degree.

Who should apply?

Registered nurses from any clinical
background or specialty and health
professionals or science graduates with
a biomedical/science background are
welcome to apply.

Recogpnition for previous study
Registered nurses or health professionals
who have completed graduate studies are
welcome to apply for prior recognition
towards the Masters degree. Credit
towards the course is determined on an
individual basis.
