These relationships currently exist with: the Hochshule Bremen 

in Germany; Karolinska Institute in Sweden; University of West 

England, Bristol UK; Nanyang Polytechnic, Singapore; and Case 

Western Reserve University, Cleveland, Ohio. The range of 

universities open up opportunities for students in the Master of 

Nursing (Graduate Entry) and postgraduate coursework students 

to, for the first time, undertake international clinical placement 

electives facilitated by any of these institutions. Participation in 

the international clinical placement electives provides exciting 

challenges for students to internationalise their educational 

experience in new environments. 

Within this portfolio the Faculty continues to offer a number of 

professional development short courses. Principal among these 

are aged care management, wound management, cancer nursing, 

mental health nursing and clinical education. The ongoing 

success of these short courses depends strongly on the work 

and commitment of our administrative assistant, Nada Dunda, 

and health management lecturer, Marilyn Orrock. The courses 

continue to attract strong numbers and, from 2008, participants 

will be able to enrol in these courses either on an audit basis 

(which gains a certificate of attendance) or completion of a 

program of study and assessment, which allows them to apply for 

credit towards a future formal qualification.

A highlight of the portfolio’s activities in 2007 is the move 

towards a first for the University of Sydney in the provision of a 

Master of Nursing in collaboration with a number of European 

and UK universities. The current vision for the course is to allow 

students to study online at various universities or to spend part 

of their candidature on campus at the various universities. The 

potential links offered by this course are significant for the Faculty 

of Nursing and Midwifery and follow on from the Bologna 

Agreement.

This new international vision, alongside the various courses 

and agreements outlined, testifies to the range and important 

influence of the International and Post-registration Studies 

portfolio within the future of the Faculty of Nursing and 

Midwifery. The portfolio continues to provide an essential 

link with a number of international universities as its activities 

meet the University’s strategic directions vis-à-vis increased 

internationalising of students’ experiences, the university’s 

courseware and its research profile.

Pre-registration course news
Lynne Brown, Sub-Dean, Pre-Registration

The Master of Nursing (Graduate Entry) had its first students 
completing in 2007 and I, along with the rest of the Faculty 
of Nursing and Midwifery, would like to congratulate them on 
being the first Master of Nursing (Pre-registration) students 
in the country. No doubt they are feeling a little tired but 
looking forward to their new role as registered nurses. The 
new combined degree students are now entering the third year 
of their degree and are progressing well. We will have a few 
students completing in 2008 who had already commenced 
their undergraduate degree prior to enrolling in their new 
combined pattern.

We will again be enrolling quite a number of new students in the Master of Nursing and 
the combined degrees in 2008. These degrees are proving to be quite popular with the 
Bachelor of Health Science/Master of Nursing attracting the most interest from the school 
leaver population. We will also be looking forward to having a full complement of pre-
registration students in 2009 as our first major cohort of combined degree students reach 
their fourth, and final, year of study.

I have personally enjoyed the development of these new initiatives in the Faculty of 
Nursing and Midwifery and am excited about the prospect of a full complement of 
students in 2009. These initiatives have required a huge amount of work by all of the 
staff in the Faculty of Nursing and Midwifery and I would like to take this opportunity  
to congratulate them all in this successful venture.

Postgraduate coursework news
Jem Masters, Sub-Dean, Coursework

Over the last two months I have been on a steep learning curve 
having taken on the role of Sub Dean, Postgraduate Coursework. 
My eyes have been opened to the amount of administrative 
paperwork that is required to admit students into postgraduate 
courses. I have been fortunate to have strong guidance from the 
highly efficient staff in student services and the back up of the 
Dean, Professor Jocalyn Lawler, with input from the Executive 
Officer, Ms Lynda Rose. 

Since taking on this new role at the end of September there has 
been a constant flow of applications for a range of postgraduate 
courses arriving in the student services office for review and 

approval. My role has been made easy by the systems that have been embedded within 
the Faculty’s resolutions and the structures in the student services office, and I thank 
Sarah, Stuart, Susanne and Kate for this. Over the next few months some of the systems 
will become more streamlined and simplified to ensure that everyone is clear about the 
processes by which students study patterns and courses are managed. 

At the end of the final semester 2007, students pre-enrolled for 2008 postgraduate courses 
with varying numbers enrolling across the range of courses available. It is envisaged 
that there will be more opportunities for students to enrol in courses in which they are 
interested as the Faculty more closely meets the needs of nurses and health professionals 
wishing to study with us. Similarly we have made a start at developing courses to meet the 
health care industry’s needs, particularly in relation to mental health nursing. If prospective 
students have other specific topics, subjects or areas of interest it is always great to hear 
how we can assist the health care industry develop strategies to meet these needs. 

On a personal note I have appreciated the opportunity to develop an understanding 
of how the university works behind the scenes, away from the teaching side of things. 
I hope that I am able to support students with their individual requests, difficulties or 
opportunities whilst studying at the University of Sydney.

Education.
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Trudy’s career in higher education began at the School of Nursing 
at the Salisbury Campus of the South Australian College of 
Advanced Education (SACAE) in 1990 where she started as a Level 
A Lecturer. After working her way through to Senior Lecturer, 
Trudy moved to Flinders University where she was involved in a 
number of interesting and challenging activities. 

After having taught only in undergraduate programs until 1992, 
Trudy became part of curriculum design and development team 
for an innovative Master of Nursing (Advanced Practice). She 
also taught in a Graduate Diploma in Mental Health Nursing in 
collaboration with the School of Nursing at Glenside Hospital. 
Graduates from this program could apply for graduate level 
registration as a mental health nurse.

Also during her time at Flinders, Trudy developed a Master of 
Clinical Nursing in collaboration with a number of hospitals to 
provide graduate level education in specialist areas. One of her 
particularly pleasing activities was winning a contract for the 
appointment of a clinical chair and provision of mental health 
nursing education from the South Australian Department of 
Health.

Trudy’s research interests are centred on embodiment and 
technology, mental health, and nursing practices in these areas. 
Since moving to the Faculty, Trudy has been completing a cross-
cultural analysis of emotion work in oncology and palliative 
care, and developing links to complete a study on outpatient 
treatment. Trudy has further strengthened her international 
links by her participation in the ‘In sickness and health group’, a 
biopolitics and ethics group, with whom she is helping to plan a 
conference in Canada, in 2009. She is also collaborating with Dr 
Dave Holmes from the group who will be visiting early in 2008 
to put together an edited collection of works on abjection and 
health care practices. 

A particularly exciting international activity in which Trudy is 
involved is the International Collaboration PhD in Nursing. The 
Faculty of Nursing and Midwifery at The University of Sydney has 
recently joined other collaborating nursing faculties at: 

• The University of Toronto, Canada

• The University of Balearic Islands,  
 a Spanish university founded in 1978, Palma, Mallorca

• The University of Turku, Finland

• The University of Melbourne

• The Victoria University of Wellington

• The Universidad Autonóma de Nuevo León, México. 

The Collaboration PhD in Nursing allows students to develop 
projects and inform each other of their international contexts, as 
well as their local concerns. The aim is to develop international 
links at an early stage of the students’ research careers.

Trudy has also been strengthening her national links by continuing 
her membership of the Cultures of the Body Research Group at the 
University of South Australia. She is on a number of journal editorial 
boards including Health and Nursing Inquiry and is in on the planning 
as a member of the editorial board of a new journal on feminist and 
critical theory, which is a Canadian publication. In addition, Trudy 
frequently peer reviewers papers and books for publishers.

Since being appointed to the role of Associate Dean – Learning and 
Teaching, Trudy has been streamlining and developing good quality 
control processes to improve student experience in the Faculty. 
She has developed an internal auditing and production system for 
units of study; provided several staff development sessions, the 
most recent sessions have been on mentoring which is a poorly 
understood concept in most work places; and development of 
sound practices for student feedback. 

Trudy says that the Unit of Study sub-committee – of Sandra 
West, Lynne Brown, Stuart Newman, Murray Fisher and Melinda 
Lewis – deserves recognition for the work they have done in peer 
reviewing, matching curriculum to current teaching, and mapping 
of assessments so there are fewer clashes across the semester, 
particularly in the Master of Nursing and Bachelor of Nursing (Post 
registration). Now that the sub-committee has streamlined these 
processes, their efforts are more condensed leaving them free to 
do their other work, and this ensures production of units of study 
outlines happens in a more timely fashion. 

The Learning and Teaching committee has worked through some 
major issues – such as, monitoring students at risk, the first year 
experience, and USEs, as well as teaching performance data – and 
it aims to support learning and teaching by the development of an 
induction kit for the Faculty and the development of a web-based 
portal for teaching resources. The committee members are involved 
in Interprofessional Learning Strategies under development in the 
health cluster and social care faculties of the University. Trialling of 
IPL activities will begin in the Master of Nursing (GE) in semesters 
1 and 2 of 2008. Other possible projects include working with 
aspects of the program and other professional health care 
educators; TIES grants and Carrick grants are also planned. 

Obviously after such a busy introduction to the Faculty, Trudy is 
needing a bit of a break before heading back into a full year in 
2008. However, this doesn’t look promising because over the 
summer, Melinda Lewis and Trudy plan to explore evaluation data 
with a student.

Professor Trudy Rudge, Associate Dean 
Learning and Teaching
Trudy Rudge joined the Faculty early in 2007 having moved to Sydney from Adelaide where she 
had been an Associate Professor in the School of Nursing and Midwifery at Flinders University. 
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The Nursing and Midwifery Library at Mallet Street campus moved 

premises in 2007 to Level 2 in Building A. It opened its doors in 

July and the Library team are enjoying the new location close to 

the clinical labs.

The new Library provides 60 seats for study as well as 24 

computers for word processing and Internet access. Internet access 

provides a gateway to the library online, including the library 

catalogue and e-Reserve, hundreds of research databases and 

thousands of online journals and books. 

The Library provides printing and photocopying facilities, and 

wireless Internet access is now available within the Library and in 

the surrounding area. The Library computer training room provides 

an additional 12 computers and, in January 2008, the computer 

training room will be transformed into an Access Lab with 

additional PCs and independent printing facilities.

The new Library has two study rooms which can be used for group 

work or meetings. The Library features a regular display of new 

books and provides access to material heavily in demand in the 

Reserve collection, which is held behind the information desk. The 

main collection includes books, DVDs and videos.

The library service provides the following hands-on, information 

skills classes:

•	 Basic library survival skills

•	 Is Google enough? Searching Nursing & Midwifery databases

•	 Basic EndNote: Referencing your assignment.

The Library is planning a new class for 2008; its aim is to assist 

students in citing and referencing and avoiding plagiarism. 

Research consultations are provided on demand for research 

students and staff. 

Since May 2007, the Library has had a new librarian known as the 

‘Coordinator, Library Services Mallet St Campus/Faculty Liaison 

Librarian’. Jacki Haas began working with the University of Sydney 

in January 2007 as a Faculty Liaison Librarian with the Medical 

Sciences team, and moved to the position at Mallet Street in May. 

She has worked for the National Library of Australia in Canberra 

in various roles including Senior Information Services Librarian/

Electronic Resources Coordinator, and as Project Manager for 

a nationwide online chat reference pilot project. Most recently 

she worked for the Menzies Centre for Australian Studies, King’s 

College London as a research fellow and project manager for the 

‘Southern Cross Resource Finder’ project, and at the Parliamentary 

Library in Sydney. Jacki is completing a Masters of Applied Science 

(Library & Information Management) through Charles Sturt 

University. 

Jacki is involved with three cross-library working groups, the: 

1. 	 Information and Research Skills Group (IRSG)

2. 	 Research Quality Framework library group (RQF)

3. 	 iResearch learning object project. The latter project is 

developing interactive online tutorials addressing information 

skills, and a number of the learning objects currently in 

production will be launched in early 2008. 

Jacki is keen to work closely with students, academics and 

researchers to develop library services.

Success in attracting research funding 
Cancer Institute NSW 
It is exciting to be able to report that in the past few months we 
have been successful with three applications for research funding 
to the Cancer Institute NSW. Applicants and their projects are:

Project: The impact of gynaecological cancer and the associated 
multi-modality treatment on nutritional status and exercise pattern 
in women

Researchers: Dr Mary Ryan and Professor Kate White,  
Award: Clinical Research Scholarship, Value: $80,000.

Project: Life after cancer

Researchers: Ms Kathryn Nattress and Professor Kate White, 
Award: Clinical Research Scholarship, Value: $80,000.

Project: Development and testing of community models for breast 
health for Chinese-Australian Women: Establishing community 
advocates and using cultural specific media 

Researchers: Dr Cannas Kwok and Professor Kate White,  
Value: $21,513.

International research collaboration
We have also received great news that Professor Jocalyn Lawler 
is well on track to return to her research role in the Faculty after 
almost nine years leading the Faculty as dean. Jocalyn’s term as 
dean finishes early in 2008.

Project: Body shopping: Gender, ethnicity, place & medical tourism 

Researchers: Professor Elspeth Probyn (Gender and Cultural 
Studies, Faculty of Arts); Professors Jocalyn Lawler and Trudy 
Rudge (Faculty of Nursing and Midwifery).

Funding Body: International Program Development Fund 
International Network Research Collaborations, through The 
University of Sydney, which supports research that strengthens 
international collaborations, in this case with World University 
Network (WUN) and the Asia Pacific Rim Universities (APRU). The 
team will collaborate with colleagues at Leeds University and the 
National University of Singapore among others. Value: $30,000.

It is estimated that the global market in medical tourism is worth 
more than $50 billion annually. Medical tourism, particularly 
for cosmetic surgery, combines tourism with elective surgical 
procedures. Increasingly patients are also travelling internationally 
in their search for transplanted organs and other lifesaving 
surgery. While this grant focuses on medical tourism from the 
patients' perspective, the team intends, in another project, to 
explore the economic imperative to supply nurses, who are mostly 
women, to support this growing trade.

Disorders 5th Annual Conference held in Melbourne in August

in October 2007, Mr Tim Wand was awarded the runner up prize 
for best research paper.
